Hon'ble Prime 
Minister of Nepal to India. On development cooperation, both sides stressed on 
the need of ensuring time bound implementation and completion of the ongoing 
projects under bilateral cooperation as well as the possibility of identifying new 
projects for the two countries' mutual benefits.  
 
Home Minister of India, His Excellency Shri Rajnath Singh hosted a luncheon 
today in the honour of Hon'ble Deputy Prime Minister. During the meeting, the 
two sides discussed a wide range of issues including strengthening border 
security, control of human trafficking, construction of Nepal Police Academy and 
enhancing cooperation in security matters.
